improvements is directly 
related to the socio-
economic status of 
potential buyers / renters.

ÅFind out how much similar 
properties in your area sell 
/ rent for. 

ÅDo not spend a massive 
amount on renovations if 
the maximum amount you 
can get at resale is 
$300,000.00

ÅYou don't get a second chance at a first impression,
ÅIt is the first thing buyers or renters see - either in 

advertising or in a drive-by. That's why improvements to it 
are among the biggest value-adds for your house.

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LOW COST IMPROVEMENTS

1. New paint.
ïThis can increase 

property value faster 
than any other single 
item.
ïIf you decide on a new 

colour, valuers 
recommend selecting an 
inoffensive neutral 
colour such as off-white 
or beige. 
ïPaint the shed to match 

the house

2. Replace the letterbox

3. Mulch shrub beds with woodchip;
